Mornington Peninsula and Western Port Biosphere Reserve Organisational Review

The Port Phillip and Westernport Catchment Management Authority (PPWCMA) commends the work done to date and the Organisational Review currently being undertaken by the Mornington Peninsula and Western Port Biosphere Reserve Foundation.

The PPWCMA believes that an approach of cooperation, coordination and collaboration by all stakeholders around a place to achieve a shared, multi-outcome vision is an effective model for achieving sustainable landscape change and use.  The PPWCMA sees the Biosphere Reserve model as both consistent with this approach and with the PPWCMA’s objectives as presented in the Port Philip and Western Port Regional Catchment Strategy 2004 – 2009.

The PPWCMA also believes that the Organisational Review needs to be driven and owned by the Biosphere Reserve membership and constituency, such that they decide the organisational arrangements that best work for them.  The PPWCMA is confident that the Organisational Review process, as presented via the Options Paper sent to us on the 10th September 2005, represents a rigorous and robust process that should result in good quality outcomes for achieving the Biosphere Reserve’s objectives.

The PPWCMA will continue its support of the Mornington Peninsula and Western Port Biosphere Reserve Foundation in an observer role, and fully expects to witness a period of strengthening and growth following the Organisational Review.
